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An introduction to The Castle School
for our new Year 7 students

Our aim is for every child to achieve, participate and belong, and
this is at the heart of everything we do at The Castle School






We are looking forward to seeing you on 6 and 7 July. You should come in your
primary school uniform and arrive at 8.30am.

Tuesday 6 July

8.30am - come into school by the main entrance and you will be shown through to
the main hall (along with approximately 240 other new students). If your parents/
carers want to drop you off, please ask them not to park on site to avoid congestion
(eg Tesco’s) and walk over with you to school via Long Run Meadow.

You will be told which House you are in and you will go with your Form Tutor to your
form room.

You will spend the day getting to know your way around, meeting your Head of
House, buddy and other members of your form.

You will need to bring either money to purchase a school meal or bring a packed
lunch. A two course meal costs £2.20.

Lunch is not until 1.30pm so you may get hungry. You can buy a snack during
morning break at 11.10am or bring something with you.

Bring this booklet and a well stocked pencil case.

You will finish at 3.10pm. The front of school will get very busy so your parents/
carers should meet you in the playground around the side of the school. Brothers
and sisters can pick you up in the Main Hall.

Wednesday 7 July
Arrive 8.30am. Please wear your school PE kit.
You can wait in the Main Hall or playground.

At 8.40am, when the bell goes, go to your form room, the same one as the day
before.

Today you will have a series of ‘taster lessons’ but don’t worry, some Year 7
guides will make sure you don’t get lost.

You will take part in a mini sports tournament organised by Year 8 students.

You will need to bring:

Snack or money for break time
Money for lunch or a packed lunch

You will finish at 3.10pm with the same arrangements as Tuesday. You may make
your own way home if your parents are happy for you to do so. If your parents/carers
are picking you up they should meet you in the playground around the side of school
as the front of school gets very busy. Brothers and sisters can pick you up in the
Main Hall.

School starts at 8.45am with registration in your Form room. You are
allowed into the main school buildings at 8.40am.

As you settle into life at The Castle School, you may want to go to the Library
before registration, eg if you have some work to finish. You may want to
visit the Canteen for some extra breakfast! You are allowed into the Library
and Canteen from 8.00am.

Give yourself plenty of time and plan to arrive before 8.40am. You will
be reminded where to go in the morning — usually to the Main Hall.

- Students may have mobile phones with them during the day, but they must
be turned off, and kept away during lessons. We would ask parents/carers
not to contact students during the day. Mobile phones are the responsibility of
the child and we cannot be responsible if lost. They can usually be covered
on household insurance.

« You are encouraged to drink water during lessons if you bring it in a ‘sports
top’ bottle. Drinking water regularly helps your brain to learn more effectively
(but remember this applies to water only, not other drinks. In ICT rooms or
Science Labs, always ask the teacher first). Do not bring cans or glass bottles.
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It is strongly recommended that you also have
a calculator. (These are available from the
Finance Office at a very good price - £8.50).

Rememhber - You should put your name on all your personal helongings.

The First Day in September!
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It is very important to organise yourself carefully and
well. At first it will be hard to remember everything.
Your teacher will understand. There are lots of things
and people to help you — your plan of the school, your
timetable, your Form Tutor and your friends. Soon
though, you will be expected to be responsible and
remember what you need.

Begin by packing your bag the night before — your > ~/ P < ~

To do well in the classroom, you must have the right
equipment.

The
Library has lots of good resources to help you complete your projects and
research to a high standard. The Library is open from 8.00am — 5.00pm.
