Arrangements for Year 11

We are very proud of the way our Year 11s have shown resilience, determination and motivation
to do their best and make the most of this academic year. Thank you for your support in ensuring
they are revising hard and making the most of the final few weeks at The Castle School.

The first external examinations begin on Thursday 9 May, so at this point, we will be expecting all
Year 11 students to attend lessons in a more bespoke way. We have written a new timetable for
the final weeks, so that students will be able to focus on subjects and prioritise in relation to the
exam timetable.

Any results not collected by 11am on
22 August will be posted to your home address by 2" class post. If you’re unable to collect your
results, you can request for them to be sent 1% class post by providing a stamped addressed
envelope to Mrs Healy (Exams Officer) in the Exams/Data Office.
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Our final school occasion for this cohort will be the Year 11 Presentation Evening in the Autumn
Term, for the awarding of their GCSE certificates. The date for this is Wednesday 13 November
and you will receive a separate invitation to this nearer the time.
